Salem Opening

From a vision to reality — date, July 11,
2006 - The ribbon was cut, the building
was christened and the first Salem, Ohio
built MAC flatbed trailer rolled out the door
and was delivered to R. K. Campf. The day
was highlighted by ceremonies celebrating
the grand opening as Mike Conny,
President of MAC Trailer addressed the
audience of local officials, dignitaries, the
business community, invited guests and
the workforce by stating, “Today marks a
new era for MAC Trailer as we not only
bring employment opportunities to the
Salem community and economy, but
continue our commitment to the transpor-
tation industry through another MAC
Trailer Manufacturing facility that is
dedicated to servicing the flatbed market-
place.” After remarks by the Mayor of
Salem and Mr. Tracy Drake, CEO of the
Port Authority of Columbiana County,
plants tours were given followed by a
catered lunch.

MAC received the keys to the 200,000
square foot facility in Salem, Ohio this
past February when all resources were

channeled to transform the building into
the most sophisticated flatbed
manufacturing plant in North

America. During this period, the

building was upgraded with miles

of new electrical, air and gas lines to

feed the production floor of new welding
equipment, new jigs, fixtures, press brakes
and plasma cutters. “We had an opportu-
nity to do things right from an innovative
and work flow standpoint to ensure
manufacturing efficiencies and we knew it
would create a better trailer and ultimately
benefit the customer.” said Mike Conny.

The MAC flatbed has earmned a reputation
for being light weight without compromis-
ing structural integrity capable of hauling
anything from materials to the robust
coils. And, the design of the plant now
provides both “high speed” and “custom”
manufacturing lines for the flatbeds that
allows MAC to produce large quantity fleet
orders and still have a separate produc-
tion line to fulfill all of the individual needs.
